Dear Friends of The Rainbow Gakuen;

Since its founding as a non-profit organization in 1974, the Hawaii Japanese School
(Rainbow Gakuen) has made an earnest effort to establish good relationships with the larger Hawaii
community. This goal has remained very important and stands as one of the pillars of our
organization today. Within the past year, we have had our students participate in the Waikiki Beach
Clean-up, the Honolulu Festival, and the Aloha Shogi Festival, encouraging our students to foster
and develop stronger ties with the larger community. And also, Hawaii Senior Life Enrichment
Association held a successful charity golf tournament for us last year. We appreciate that many
people could participate.

In 1995 the Hawaii Japanese School established a fundraising program called the Friends of
The Rainbow Gakuen (FORG). Thanks to your support, FORG has raised about $20,000 within the
last year, exceeding our own expectations. Presently, we have 443 students: 99 kindergarteners, 281
elementary school students, and 63 junior high school students. As one of premier educational
institution teaching in Japanese on the island, we are excited to see the growth of our school.

Starting from the year of 2007, the Hawaii Japanese School has held a Japanese Cultural
Appreciation Day with the purpose of giving our children to learn more about Japanese art and
culture. We feel that such cultural education will help to communicate the Japanese spirit and value
to our students. The performances on Japanese Cultural Appreciation Day within the past three
years included Kendo exhibition, Taiko drumming, and Koto and Shakuhachi ensembles. In
addition to teaching culture through Japanese Cultural Appreciation Day programs this year, the
school has added “ Senior People and Kindergarteners’ Day” for exchanging and supporting
Japanese culture with members of Hawaii Senior Life Enrichment Association.

Every year the challenges we face are becoming substantially greater than those of the past
(i.e. the renting cost of facilities and teaching material fees have dramatically increased based on the
recent economic downfall). The Hawaii Japanese School is beginning its annual fundraising drive,
and your contributions can provide enhanced learning opportunities for our students. Your donations
help us run off-campus activities like the annual sports event (Undokai), add to our library, and make
necessary replacements to old educational materials that need to be updated. Any type of
contribution will be appreciated. Your contributions can be non-monetary products or services which
may be used or sold at our annual fundraising school event by the Parent Association in November

2009.

We believe that our mission is to foster the minds of the children who will bridge the gaps
between Hawaii (and on a larger scale, the US) and Japan. In order to provide the best educational
experience for them, we ask for your continuing support for the Hawaii Japanese School (Rainbow
Gakuen).
